1. Stallion Owner agrees to ship viable semen required for one breeding cycle, prepared, tested and certified by licensed veterinarian to meet or exceed industry standards.

2. The mare to be inseminated is identified as follows:

Mare Owner agrees to provide with this agreement a copy of the mare’s registration papers if registered.

3. Mare Owner hereby certifies that he/she is the owner or lessee of the mare to be inseminated and has the legal right to execute this agreement.

4. Should the mare named in this Agreement become ill, injured or otherwise unable to conceive a foal, Mare owner may substitute another mare with written consent of Stallion Owner.

5. Mare Owner certifies that the mare has been examined by a licensed veterinarian and is found to be breeding sound.

6. Mare Owner shall contact Stallion Owner by phone (425)-741-5856 PST 24 hours prior to the need for collection and shipment of semen. Semen will be shipped for next day delivery. No delivery will be available Sunday or Monday. Stallion Owner shall provide Mare Owner with advance notice of when Stallion shall not be available for collection.

7. Mare Owner agrees to the following charges and expenses:

a. $300 Non-Refundable booking fee to be returned with this contract.

b. $1300 service fee for a total stud fee of $1600 due before collection and shipment of semen. First collection fees are complimentary.

c. Any further collection shall be done at $400 per collection.

d. Shipping container and shipping fees are the responsibility of Mare Owner.

e. All fees and charges incurred for servicing the mare and any other charges in connection with the breeding and foaling are for the account of the mare owner.

8. A licensed veterinarian must administer the semen to the mare within 24 hours of receipt. 

9. Stallion Owner should not be held liable for delays in delivery, semen that is lost or mishandled in any manner after it leaves the collection facility

10. This contract carries a Live Foal Guarantee (LFG). If the mare fails to conceive, or aborts or the resulting foal fails to stand and nurse and it dies before three days, Mare Owner has the “right to return” until a live foal is produced. In order to exercise the “right to return” Mare owner must provide:

a. A veterinarian certificate stating the reproductive state of the mare or condition of the foal.

b. A non-refundable booking fee of $300.

11. The Live Foal Guarantee becomes null and void if Mare Owner breeds the mare to another stallion.

12. A Breeding Certificate will be issued following the birth of the foal. Mare Owner will be solely responsible for seeking registration of the resulting foal and will pay all association fees and expenses.

13. This contract is limited to the parties hereto and may not be transferred or assigned by Mare Owner. In the event the mare is sold or leased there shall not be a refund of any fees already paid.

14. Should Stallion become ill, injured or infertile or for any other reason become unable to supply viable semen to Mare Owner, all fees except booking fee shall be returned to Mare Owner.

15. Mare Owner shall hold harmless Stallion Owner against any claims for damage or injury to the mare or resulting foal from this breeding.

16. This Agreement is binding upon the parties hereto governed in accordance with the laws of the State of Washington and venue for any litigation arising there from shall be in the State of Washington. The prevailing party shall be entitled to receive costs of litigation and attorney’s fees.
